Rajasthan has got a big indus-
trial park in the first budget of
the BJP led government at the
Centre. With this, the state will
receive Rs 7,000 crore more as
share of central taxes this time.

The union finance minister
Nirmala Sitaraman has an-
nounced 12 new industrial
parks under the National In-
dustrial Corridor Development
Program and Rajasthan has
been sanctioned Jodhpur-Pali-
Marwar Industrial Park.

The Park isimportant for the
industrial development in
western Rajasthan.

Rajasthan was expecting to
get funds for the tourism sector
as it is known as a tourist state
and the minister for tourism,
Gajendra Singh Shekhawat is
from the state, but no specific

announcement has been made
for the state in this sector. Like-
wise, the funds were also ex-
pected for the revised Eastern
Rajasthan Canal Project as now
itisa part of river link project of
the central government, but no
announcement has been made
for this also.

Reacting to the Budget an-
nouncements, Rajasthan CM
Bhajan Lal Sharma said on X
'Today's budget has brought
new opportunities and new
energy. It has brought a lot of
new employment and self-em-
ployment opportunities. It has
brought Better Growth and
Bright Future.

The budget will act as a cata-
lyst in the process of making
India the third-largest econ-
omic power in the world and
will lay a solid foundation for a
developed India. While former
CM Ashok Gehlot has said that
Rajasthan is disappointed with
the budget.

“Geographically and socially,
our Rajasthan needed a special
package, but Rajasthan's name
