‘intentions are not good’.

“The Centre does not
want to give anything to the
farmers. The Centre wants
to cheat the farmers. It wants
to bring the farmer leaders
together and make them
settle the farmer’s move-
ment on some minor settle-
ments regarding our de-
mands,” the farmer leader
added.

Bengal starts offering closed
unused industry land for
developing new industries

The West Bengal government
has started offering land par-
cels from unused land of exist-
ing industries and closed com-
panies for developing new
industries, commerce and in-
dustries minister Shashi Panja
said on Thursday.

Significantly, this would be
the first time when closed and
unused industry land would be
offered for new industries in
the state. Speaking at an event
organised by industry body CII
here, the minister informed
that nine industrial parks have
been set up with an accumu-
lated land parcel of around
1739 acres, which would be
offered toindustry.

CABINET NOD
Panja said there are a lot of
takers for the land identified at
closed industries. Also, the gov-
ernment has received good re-
sponse from the industry fol-
lowing its decision to allow
conversion of leasehold land to
freehold land.

The minister informed nine

freehold proposals under the
Industries Department have
received cabinet nod so far.
And, based on discussion with
the land department, the ag-
gregate number of land holding
given on a freehold basis is
around 35. “Froman ease of do-
ing business perspective, this is
very encouraging,” she added.

Notably, issuing a notifica-
tion in July last year, the state’s
Land and Land Reforms De-
partment allowed conversion
of leasehold land settled for 30
years or 99 years lease period,
including Kolkata “khasmahal
land” and that of in various in-
dustrial estates and parks un-
der the West Bengal Industrial
Development  Corporation,
(West Bengal Industrial Infra-
structure Development Cor-
poration and West Bengal
Small Industries Development
Corporation.

As per the notification, for a
lessee of 99 years, 15 per cent of
the current market price of the
land will be charged for conver-
sation to freehold. For lessee of
less than 30 years, 70 per cent
of the current market price of
the land is determined by the
authority.

ED freezes X123 cr stashed in bank
accounts of NIUM India Pvt L.td

The Enforcement Directorate
(ED) has frozen %123 crore,
believed to belong to shell
companies based in Singapore
and held in the bank accounts
of Mumbai’s NIUM India
Private Ltd. This amount is
being treated as laundered
funds originating from illicit
online loans, as well as apps
involved in gambling and bet-
ting, all under the control of
Chinese entities.

The agency’s action under
the prevention of money laun-
dering Act was prompted by
information received during
searches carried out last week
at 10 locations in Mumbai,
Chennai and Kochi at the
premises of NIUM India Pvt
Ltd and its directors based in

GUVNL profits decline for
4th consecutive year

The profits margins of Gujarat
Urja Vikas Ltd (GUVNL) —an
apex body of Gujarat govern-
ment engaged in bulk sale and
purchase of electricity — have
been on a decline since the last
four consecutive years. In its
annual report tabled in Gujarat
Assembly earlier this week, the
Profit After Tax (PAT) for the
company declined by more
than 29 per cent for the year
2022-23.

ANNUAL REPORT
According to the standalone
financial performance during
the financial year 2019-20,
GUVNL reported a profit of
106 crore. This dipped to 95
crore during a Covid-pan-
demic-affected 2020-21. It fell
further to 364 crore in 2021-22
and to I45 crore in 2022-23.
Senior GUVNL officials could
notbe contacted on theissue.
The profits have largely been

impacted by the costly electri-
city GUVNL has been purchas-
ing, the annual report stated.
During the year, the per unit
power purchase cost for
GUVNL increased to 36.01 as
compared to35.1in2021-22.In
comparison, the annual report
pointsout that the perunitreal-
isation for the company stood
only at ¥5.66 per unit, com-
paredtoX5 the previous year.

Though there have been
more than 25 per cent more
revenues from the sale of power
for GUVNL, it has been over-
shadowed by the rising ex-
penditure which rose by more
than 30 per cent during 2022-
23.“The Company earned total
revenue from sale of power to
the tune of ¥68,21,060.95 lakh
as against ¥54,39,985.59 lakh in
the previous year. Correspond-
ingly, the total expenditure in-
curred on the Purchase of
Power is ¥72,41,567.80 lakh as
against %55,52,540.90 lakh in
the previous year,” the report
added.

Stations. Among these are
Metro Stations at Noida Sec-
tor 51, Esplanade (Kolkata),
IIT Kanpur, Botanical Garden
(Noida) and Noida Electronic
City Metro Station,” FSSAI
added.

The party is strong and dif-
ferences have been resolved,
the Himachal Congress chief
said, adding the committee
would ensure coordination
between the state govern-
ment and the organization.

“The challenge is to win all
four seats in Lok Sabha polls
for which we have to work
hard,” she added.

The Congress government
is stable and would continue
for five years and the rebel
Congress MLAs who con-
tested on Congress ticket and
were bought would not be
able to face the public, said
Sukhu.

Referring to rumours re-
garding his  resignation,
Sukhu said it was a conspiracy
to reduce the number of Con-
gress MLAs during voting on
the Budget and that “I had
earlier clarified that T have not
resigned”.

SCupholds Rajasthan’s
2- chﬂd norm for govt jobs

The Supreme Court has upheld
the two-child eligibility criterion
of the Rajasthan government for
seeking public employment, rul-
ing that it is not discriminatory
and does not violate the Consti-
tution. The Rajasthan Various
Service (Amendment) Rules,
2001 bar candidates who have
more than two children from
seeking government jobs. While
upholding the two-child norm,
the top court dismissed the ap-
peal filed by ex-serviceman
Ramji Lal Jat, who had applied
for a constable’s job in the Ra-

jasthan Police on May 25, 2018,
after he retired from the military
in2017.

Jat’s candidature was rejected
in light of Rule 24(4) of the Ra-
jasthan Police Subordinate Ser-
vice Rules, 1989 on the ground
that since he had more than two
children after June 1, 2002, he
stood disqualified for public em-
ployment under the State, as per
the Rajasthan Various Service
(Amendment) Rules, 2001.

Jat approached the High
Court which turned down his
appeal, citing the disqualifica-
tion falls within the realm of
policy and does not warrant any
interference by the court.
